Elementary Realignment Task Force

July 13, 2004

The Elementary Realignment Task Force met at 6:30 p.m. on Tuesday, July 13, 2004, in the Board Room at the Administration Center, 315 E. North Drive, Bloomington. 

Mike Shipman convened the meeting. 

Discussion of Principles – The committee continued discussion and clarification of the Principles of Realignment. During that discussion, task force members concluded that it is important to keep people informed; people will be invited to send questions to the Task Force via an e-mail link on the MCCSC web site. The questions will be discussed in meeting and response posted.

Current School Boundaries – John Carter shared with the committee a number of maps, including one with current school boundaries. He also previewed a new city map that includes census data with an overlap of school district boundaries for a portion of the city. He noted that these maps are under construction and the next step would be an overlay with proposed housing projects. 

Mr. Carter reviewed information from the county regarding subdivisions under construction, 1997-2004. The county expects to have addresses for these subdivisions before August 1 and then he will be able to determine which school districts they are in at this time.

Development of Group Norms – Deb McMillian suggested several group norms. Mr. Shipman led the group in discussion and development of a rough draft of group norms. 

Next Meeting – The group decided to set a date for the next meeting after Mr. Carter has additional data from the city and county. Dr. Robert Toutkoushian will be asked to ‘plug in’ the data on the enrollment planning model for discussion at the next meeting.
