the imperfect
= the imperfect is another aspect of past tense, different from the preterite
= the imperfect conveys the idea "used to do" or "was doing"
= Example: Ella trepaba a los arboles. This sentence could mean "She used to climb

trees,"” OR it could mean "She was climbing trees." Context matters.
= —er and -ir verbs have the same endings.

hablaba | habldbamos
hablabas | hablabais
hablaba | hablaban

comparisons of equality

= to compare two identical things in English we say as + adjective + as

= the equivalent in Spanish is tan + adjective + como

0 Example: Shaq es tan alto como el arbol. He is as tall as the tree.

=  just like with comparisons in chapter 4, the adjective must match the first person or
thing described

0 Examples: Ella es tan simpética como él.
